	The 405 Freeway will be closed for 53 hours or so in July. Be aware of it and the impact it will have on you.

	Hopefully you are all aware of the I-405 Improvement Plan and MOST importantly, the planned closure of the 405 Freeway beginning Saturday, July 15 (midnight) and concluding Monday, July 18 at 6 AM.

For those of you who don’t know, this is a complete closure (all lanes of travel) for a ten-mile stretch, extending from the Ventura Freeway (US 101) to the Santa Monica Freeway (I-10).  The impact to the motoring public will be significant.  

Well, the project planners have estimated a total back-up of over 64 miles, which would extend from the LA/Orange County border to Hwy 126 near Magic Mountain (Santa Clarita).  The plan re-routes an estimated 500K vehicles per day around the road closure.  That means they are either going north/south on the 101 (Hidden Hills, Calabasas, Agoura Hills, Westlake Village) or east/west on the 10 (Malibu) and onto all of the roads in between in hopes to take them around the closure to where they want to go (over the canyon roads).  The time delay in traffic is estimated at 10 hours.
