	Quick review of what is going on in the Los Angeles Region with the various DSHR and DAT committees for the LA Region.
Report From Scott Underwood:
Over 40 people from our region deployed to South and Midwest for tornados and floods aftermath.
By going to www.//RedCross.org/ it is possible to see locations of shelters currently open without going into NSS. (National Shelter System)
Manuals in progress:
DAT Manual- Publish on June 1st. Consolidates practices so it can be used region-wide. DAT training will be updated to reflect the manual.
Client Services Manual- will be made regional for service delivery so practices are the same.
The theme for these manuals is consolidation and streamlining.
Duty Officer Manual will be out for distribution soon.

There have been consolidation and structure changes in National organization. There were some layoffs. SAF will stop taking disaster calls and pass them on to a new disaster only call center starting Monday May 16. There will be a new number for Emergency Services soon.
Toyota will be providing new cars annually. We will be getting Prius and Tundra to use for DAT calls and other needs.
