Any Red Cross volunteer who has volunteered for at least 1 year is eligible to be nominated for this award. Any volunteer in direct service, administration, management, or on governing bodies, is eligible for nomination.  Previous (2008) winner is not eligible.

Provide at least one paragraph indicating why you are nominating this person for the Volunteer of the Year Award. Documentation should not exceed more that one page. · The nominee’s performance must include extraordinary achievements of credit to the American Red Cross of Greater Los Angeles and must be deserving of greater recognition than would be acknowledged through other chapter awards.  It must meet one or more of the following characteristics:

· Imagination and extraordinary effort in developing creative solutions to conditions or problems at the chapter wide level.

· Organizing and directing an activity of exceptional importance and complexity.

· The nominee must have substantial volunteer service through the Red Cross, except in the most unusual circumstance.  Length of service alone will not be considered as qualifying.
